Scotch Twosome -
2013- Rules and Format
1. Rules for play are USGA Rules as amended by local rules. "Winter Rules" will be in effect only when specified by the greens chairman, and specified in detail by the committee on the day of play. Play will be from the BLUE movable stones. 

2. This is an alternate shot, stroke play format. Before the start of play, the partners will decide which player will tee off on the odd and even number holes. For example, player A hits the tee shot on 1, 3, 5, 7, 9, etc., and player B from 2, 4, 6, 8, 10, etc. After player A hits his tee shot, player B hits the next shot, and both players continue to alternate shots until the ball is holed. 

3. Play to begin May1 and end before October 31. This is a single elimination tournament. Use your beginning of the month current USGA Index. Determine the Course Handicap from the players indexes, add the Handicaps of both partners to determine total team handicap.  Team with higher-combined-handicap will receive a tournament team handicap equal to 50% of the difference from opponent Lower-combined-team-handicap. Team handicap will be deducted from the team score to determine the winner of the match. 

Example:  Team 1 - Player A = 2 HC, Player B = 10 HC, Total HC for team 1 = 12 (lower-team)

                 Team 2 - Player A = 5 HC, Player B = 12 HC, Total HC for team 2 = 17 (higher-team)

                 Difference = 17-12 = 5 strokes… divide by 2 for a 2.5 stroke differential.  

                Team 2 (higher-team) would get 2.5 strokes off their total gross score at end of round.
4. The team "on the top" is responsible for securing a starting time. Every player must arrange his schedule to play a match in the month scheduled. Should a match not be played by the end of the scheduled month, all four players for that match may be disqualified. In this unfortunate case the opponent in the next bracket will receive a "bye" for the succeeding match.

5. The entry fee for this tournament is $20 per player, and must be paid before the start of play in April. Sign ups will be taken at club meetings in February, March and April, or by mail to the Satellite Captain. No sign ups after April meeting night.

6. Upon completion of the round, drop your card in the white box in the locker room. Post the names of the winners in the proper bracket on the Scotch Twosome pairings sheet located in the locker room entryway. (DO NOT POST ANY SCORES). 

7. If there is a TIE, use the SCGA rules for breaking ties. Compare scores for back nine, then last 6 holes, then last 3 holes, then 18th hole. If there is still a tie, go to front nine, front 6, next 3, then 9th hole. This is a net score rule. You will deduct the strokes you are entitled to for the holes in use, based on your team handicap (i.e. if your team H/C is 6, you can take out 3 for back nine, etc.).
